Celebrity, Fame and Fandom Wiki

You will be working in groups to generate information for a Wiki that will provide background information and explanation of key concepts, prominent scholars in the field and   This information will then form the theoretical basis for your own research papers.  
1. The group will decide how the research will be carried out.

2. One person will be responsible for the initial post.

3. One person will be responsible for making recommendations for revision – this includes decisions on what should be linked out (to material outside the wiki) and what should be linked in (to other posts made by other students).   These recommendations will be posted to the discussions area of the article.  
4. The last person will be responsible for deciding which changes to implement.  In addition, the last person will post his or her reasoning for deciding to keep or reject the recommendations made by the editor.

Each person in the group will have at least one turn at each one of these tasks.
