_____Writer fails to capture most of the main ideas and the project of the author under review

Language

_____Writer interprets language used by the author and uses it to demonstrate the strengths and weaknesses of the author’s project.

_____Writer sometimes interprets language used by the author in order to demonstrate the author’s project.
_____Writer attempts to interpret language. 

_____Writer does not interpret language.

Paragraphs and Sentences

_____Essay is organized into tight, fluid paragraphs and makes clear transitions between ideas

_____Essay is organized into paragraphs that employ traditional sentence structure

_____Essay is understandable at the sentence level, but lacks clear goals at the paragraph level OR essay lacks clarity at the sentence level, but demonstrates some organization at the paragraph level.

_____Essay is unclear and disorganized. 

Conclusion

_____Writer offers a complex and sophisticated conclusion that proceeds naturally from the arguments previously made in the essay and that points forward to work that can be undertaken in the future.
_____Writer offers a complex conclusion that attempts to integrate points made throughout the essay but does not suggest future work in the field. 
_____Writer offers a conclusion that merely restates the main points made throughout the essay.

_____The writer does not offer a conclusion.

Documentation

_____Writer consistently documents direct quotations and paraphrases within the text and provides a complete Works Cited at the end of the review.

_____Writer generally documents direct quotations and paraphrases within the text and provides a Works Cited at the end of the review that is missing some information.

_____Writer does not consistently or correctly cite authors under review and/or does not provide a WorksCited at the end of the review.
