How the Wiki Works


Wiki Instructions*
This semester, you will be building a Wiki of resources to use for your 
Fame, Celebrity and Fandom  research. The Wiki will be the focal point of all of our hybrid  sessions, so please review this document carefully and refer to it when creating or editing entries.
If at any point, you are confused about a Wiki post, please ask about it!! Being unsure of an assignment is not an excuse for not completing it.  But first things first:

Create an Account for the Wiki:
To create an account, go to the Wiki: http://encyclopedia.gwu.edu/fame/.  In the top 
right hand corner, click on [image: image1.png]& Create an account or log in




Then, follow the directions and create your account:
Voila… you are now Wikified!

Now, please email both Ann  and Prof. Larsen your Wiki username.
Note: we’re not asking for your password, so make sure you remember this. I highly recommend both a) writing this down in your UW 20 notebook and b) having your browser of choice remember your password for you.
Now, follow these directions on how to post in the wiki

Editing Pages
First you will need to create your topic pages. On the Main Page, choose the Edit tab. Under the appropriate heading (the first one will be Celebrity Studies) type in the title of your page with two sets of brackets around it.

[[Name of Page]]

Save this change, then  go to the main page and select your page.  It will bring you directly to the work area the first time you go to it. (After that you will have to click the Edit tab).  
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Now start building your page.  Use the toolbar at the top  to add both internal and external links, images, sounds and basic formatting. 
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Hover your mouse over the buttons to see what they do. From left to right the buttons allow you to bold and italicize text, insert internal and external links, insert headings, insert images and other media files, and add your name and timestamp to your entries.
If you want to use html tags in your wiki entry, not all will work. However, the following tags will work normally:

Remember that in most cases, you need to put the tag before and after the element it affects.  For instance:
<strike>Get rid of this phrase</strike>.

Notice that there is a backslash in the closing html tag.  This is important.  When done correctly, what you wrote up there will wind up looking like this:

Get rid of this phrase

As you work, you can preview what your page will look like by clicking “Show preview” at the bottom.   Once you have finished creating your page, click on the signature/timestamp button on the toolbar and then click [image: image4.png]


 when done.

Citing and creating Footnotes
Your work on the wiki is no different than any other scholarly work and requires the same documentation of sources.  If you quote directly, cite it.  If it’s a long quotation, set it off as a block quotation and cite it.  If you paraphrase ideas from another source, cite it.

Creating footnotes in MediaWiki requires a few basic bits of code.

At the point in the text  where you want to insert the footnote, insert this code:

<sup>[[#Foot1|1]]</sup>
Note that you will have to change the numbering as needed.  Your next Footnote will look like this <sup>[[#Foot2|2]]</sup> - and so on.

At the bottom of the page, create the space for your citations:

 '''Footnotes'''
Then begin adding your citations.

<span id="Foot1"><sup>1</sup>Citation for Footnote #1 here</span><br>

<span id="Foot2"><sup>2</sup>Citation for Footnote #2 here</span>
Note that here again you’ll have to change the numbers in the code to match the footnotes.  Note too that I inserted another little bit of code - <br> at the end of the first line.  This stands for “break” and will force a break to the next line.  Without this the footnotes would run together in a continuous line.

Creating a Table of Contents

This one is easy.  If you insert three or more headings in your entry (which all of you will no doubt wind up doing) the Table of Contents is created for you automatically. 

Creating a New Page
You may need to create a new page to further explore a term, concept or author.  In order to do this go to the Main Page and click Edit.  Type the name of the new page in double brackets.

[[New Page Title]]

Now save your changes.  That’s all you need to do.  The new page has been created and is ready for you to edit. 

Categories

All of your Wiki entries will be required to have a category. 

To put an article in a category, put the following tag somewhere in your page content (typically at the bottom). The code looks like this:

[[Category:Cultural Studies]]

· Replace 'Cultural Studies' with whatever the relevant category is.

· An article can belong to multiple categories.

· If you create a new category link, the wiki will automatically generate an index page for that category.

Discussion Page

The discussion page is where you will communicate with each other on your entries. To get to this page, click on the discussion tab 
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Main Page




This page is where we’ll be using the time stamp so that it will be clear who is writing.
Inserting Images

You’re not required to insert images into your Wiki entries, but you’re more than welcome AS LONG AS THE IMAGE YOU CHOOSE TO USE IS COPYRIGHT FREE!!!!!**
There are a few ways to do this:

--find an image on flickr.com that is listed as Some Rights Reserved or has any of the symbols listed on Creative Commons. 
--use an image from any of the Library of Congress’ on-line collections.
--find an acceptable image on the Wikimedia Commons.
If you do use an image, you will need to cite the same way you would cite an electronic source; that is: you must include the URL by which you accessed said image. To get your image on your page, you must first upload it to the wiki server
· Uploading files is done from a Special Page (see Toolbox on the lower left menu.  Click on “Special Pages” and then click on “Upload files”.
· From this page, just browse to the image you want to upload for the Source Filename field.

· If you want to change the name of the image, you can enter a new one in the Destination Filename field.

· Once the image is uploaded, use the following notation to include it in an entry.

[[Image:Example.jpg]]

Note – as of now, uploading files on the Wiki is disabled.  However, you can still insert images simply by putting the URL of the image you want to link to where you want the image to appear.  This requires that the image reside somewhere online and that, if it’s imbedded in another webpage, you know how to extract the URL.  For instance, the URL for the South Park Harry Potter image on the syllabus looks like this 
http://home.gwu.edu/~klarsen/real/potter.jpg
.  The last part of the URL is the name of the image – potter.jpg.  The first part of the URL is the main page of the website.  If I put all the images assoaciated with the site into a folder titled “images” the URL would look like this:

http://home.gwu.edu/~klarsen/real/images/potter.jpg
To see the URL of the image you want to (legally) use Click View in the toolbar of your browser and then click View Page Source.  This will show you the code behind the page and you can grab the URL from there.
